Flood Insurance: Get Covered or File a Claim

v’ Call the insurance agent who handles your flood
insurance to file a claim. Be sure to have your
insurance company name and your policy number
with you when you place the call. Ask your agent to
email you a copy of your policy and declarations
page for easy access and reference for other
assistance purposes.

v The National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP)
offers additional coverage to qualified policyholders
in high-risk areas whose property has been declared
by a local official to be substantially damaged by B T3 2 DA
flood. This coverage can help pay for the costs of complying with local ordinances, and reduce
the risk of damage from future floods.

the discounts on your flood insurance premium.

v" If you are thinking about or intend to rebuild, contact your local floodplain administrator or
building official for information about local building codes and permit requirements. These
individuals are typically found in your local building department or are known by local clerk
offices.

REMEMBER: Generally the higher you build above minimum required standards, the lower your flood
insurance premium.

The publication
provides guidance on designing and constructing building utility systems so that the buildings
are fully operational and can be re-occupied as soon as electricity, sewer, and water have been
restored.
